What is RCC?  RCC is a private, non-profit, 501(c)(3) organization founded in 1981 as Intra-State Recycling Corporation. We provide services for community education and program coordination related to solid waste, recycling and composting issues.  We serve both the central-Wisconsin area and our state as a whole.  Our organization continues to grow to further its mission every year.  We receive funding through contracts, special projects and grant opportunities.  In 2004 we changed our name to Recycling Connections Corporation to better reflect our activities and mission. 
What is the Board of Directors’ role?  The Board’s primary roles are 1) provide program guidance for the education and program staff and 2) set policy and provide vision for the Board and the Corporation.  This can include guidance on partnerships, contracts and grant applications, but does not involve fund raising campaigns.

What is the time commitment for Directors?  Directors attend the monthly or bi-monthly Board meetings (typically held in the later afternoon), and serve on committees as needed.  Meetings are usually held at our office in downtown Stevens Point and last 1-1½ hours.  Directors are also encouraged (but not required) to volunteer with events and outreach activities coordinated by staff when possible.
How does serving on the RCC Board benefit you?  Serving on the RCC Board offers an opportunity for input on solid waste education and program services available to our community and state while networking with other folks that care about our environment and quality of life.  (And we’re fun to be with!)

President:

· Conduct meetings of the Directors and the Executive Committee.

· Designate the chairperson and members of standing and special committees.

· Sign notes, deeds, contracts or other documents on behalf of the Corporation 

· Approve meeting agendas.

· Represent Corporation and Board of Directors as needed or appropriate.

· Advise staff on behalf of the Directors regarding policy or procedures.

· Countersign payment instruments in the absence or inability of the Executive Director or Secretary/Treasurer to act.

· Serve on the Executive Committee.

Vice President:

· Assume the authority/duties of the President in the absence or inability of the President to act.

· Serve on the Executive Committee.
Secretary/Treasurer:

· Record minutes of Executive Committee meetings.

· Monitor Corporation’s revenue and expenditures.

· Countersign payment instruments.

· Serve on the Executive Committee.
